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Dome Installation

USING CONVENTIONAL FRAMING
METHODS...

1. Frame a square rough opening (see fig-
ure 1) in the ceiling where the dome is to be
placed.

2. Frame in the dome ring angle braces (see
figure 1) to the corners of the square opening.
(see figure 2)

3. Frame the dome rafter support joist that will
span the centerpoint of the dome. The rafter
support joist should be installed at the height
of the specified dome rise, (see figure 1) which
is measured from the top of the dome ring to
the top of the dome rafters. Attach a small
piece of plywood (approx. 12" X 12”) to the joist
at the centerpoint of the dome. This will pro-
vide added surface for nailing when securing
the conjoining rafters. (see figure 2)

4. Install the dome ring segments into the
square rough opening and secure to the angle
braces. The bottom of the dome ring should
sit even with the bottom of the rough opening.
(see figure 3)

5. Install the dome rafters equidistant around
the dome ring and secure to the plywood at
the top of the dome. (see figure 3)
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
